Through this program, you will get involved in environmentally-beneficial 
projects, learn about leadership and team work, and experience 
environmental careers.  You will gain self-esteem and confidence by 
designing and completing a project, and Boise citizens will enjoy the results 
of your community service. 
 
What you will accomplish: 

♦ Serve the community through your volunteer work; 
♦ Enhance and protect the local environment; 
♦ Teach friends, neighbors, and classmates about the importance of 

environmental protection, community service, and leadership; 
♦ Share your accomplishments with the public and encourage and 

inspire others to get involved! 
 
Eligibility: 

♦ Youth up to age 18 years old. 
♦ Your project must take place within the Boise City limits. 
♦ Any organizations (community groups, service groups, schools, or 

nonprofits) that help you with your project must be open to the public 
and must serve the Boise City community.

♦ Acknowledge Boise Public Works Department in any promotional 
materials (flyers, posters, presentations). 
 

♦ Submit a summary report at the end of your project.  In the report, 
describe your project, what you learned, and how your project benefits 
the environment and your community. Include before/during/after 
photos and feedback received from others. 
 

♦ Write an article about your project and submit it to the Idaho
