Highlands hollow, which is already heavy dog-use, is advertised as dog-friendly or dog-focused so
people using that semi-isolated system know to expect dog off leash, or Polecat being MTB
focused so people hiking know to expect bikers, Table rock maybe being set exclusively to foot
traffic, with on-leash dogs. And so on.) that help shift traffic to different trails is also a strategy I
support. I prefer not to re-appropriate current trails to single use, variety is what makes the system
great. But saying, "This block of trails is geared more towards this group, so while trail etiquette
hasn't changed, expect more of this type of user in this area," would help.

Serious accidents
and even deaths are commonplace. Truth be told, mountain bikers want to introduce kids to
mountain biking because (1) they want more people to help them lobby to open our precious
natural areas to mountain biking and (2) children are too naive to understand and object to this
activity. For 600+ examples of serious accidents and deaths caused by mountain biking, see
http://mjvande.info/mtb_dangerous.htm. Bicycles should not be allowed in any natural area. They
are inanimate objects and have no rights. There is also no right to mountain bike. That was settled
in federal court in 1996: http://mjvande.info/mtb10.htm . It's dishonest of mountain bikers to say
that they don't have access to trails closed to bikes. They have EXACTLY the same access as
everyone else -- ON FOOT! Why isn't that good enough for mountain bikers? They are all capable
of walking.... A favorite myth of mountain bikers is that mountain biking is no more harmful to
wildlife, people, and the environment than hiking, and that science supports that view. Of course,
it's not true. To settle the matter once and for all, I read all of the research they cited, and wrote a
review of the research on mountain biking impacts (see http://mjvande.info/scb7.htm ). I found that
of the seven studies they cited, (1) all were written by mountain bikers, and (2) in every case, the
authors misinterpreted their own data, in order to come to the conclusion that they favored. They
also studiously avoided mentioning another scientific study (Wisdom et al) which did not favor
mountain biking, and came to the opposite conclusions. Mountain bikers also love to build new
trails - legally or illegally. Of course, trail-building destroys wildlife habitat - not just in the trail bed,
but in a wide swath to both sides of the trail! E.g. grizzlies can hear a human from one mile away,
and smell us from 5 miles away. Thus, a 10-mile trail represents 100 square miles of destroyed or
degraded habitat, that animals are inhibited from using. Mountain biking, trail building, and trail
maintenance all increase the number of people in the park, thereby preventing the animals' full use
of their habitat. Mountain biking accelerates erosion, creates V-shaped ruts, kills small animals
and plants on and next to the trail, drives wildlife and other trail users out of the area, and, worst of
all, teaches kids that the rough treatment of nature is okay (it's NOT!). What's good about THAT?
